The goals and internal structure

of the IGCP/UNESCO Projects

More than 25 years ago (in 1972) International Union of Geological Sciences (IUGS) and the UNESCO created IGCP/UNESCO programme entitled International Geological Correlation Programe (IGCP/UNESCO).

In the past IGCP/UNESCO programme has been concentrated on the global geological problems (e. g. problems of correlation of global geological phenomena, less on problems of impact of global processes on society, etc.). At present intersectorial (interdisciplinary) projects are fovorized.
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IGCP/UNESCO programme has its secretariat in the UNESCO headquarter in Paris. Proposed projects are evaluated by the IGCP/UNESCO international board, which also evaluates each running IGCP/UNESCO project every year and accept/reject newly proposed projects.

Each accepted project is "open" to everybody who wish to join the international scientific community and wish colaborate. IGCP/UNESCO supply running projects with limited yearly budget, which should be spend within strictly given items (namely partial sponzorship of organized international symposia, workshops ao.). The budget for the following year is based on scientific results of the given IGCP/UNESCO project reached during the running year. So published results are more-or-less the only results of the IGCP/UNESCO projects !

Accepted IGCP/UNESCO projects have their leaders, in the majority of cases also co-leaders. To cover the both main fields, e. g. geology and archaeology we decided that collaboration of signed prof. Hovorka (geologist - Bratislava, Slovak Republic) and prof. Trnka (archaeologist - Vienna, Austria) should be effective. 
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Brief outline of the IGCP/UNESCO 442 project

One of the most important items of the agenda of the 27th session of the IGCP Board held in Paris in February 99 was the assessment of new thirteen project proposals. Six of them have been accepted - our Project is among them ! Its full title is "Raw materials of the Neolithic/Aeneolithic polished stony artefacts: their migration paths in Europe".

Accepted project has an interdisciplinary (geology : archaeology) character. The correlation of existing data on raw materials of the Neolithic/Aeneolithic stony artefacts and namely data obtianed in the frame of the Project 442 will serve as the basis to define communications paths of raw materials in the given time-period on the European continent.

Earth sciences methods e. g. thin section studies, REE determination, microprobe analyses, geochronology, etc. on individual archaeological artefacts (tools, weapons etc.) will be applied: results will be used to bound artefacts to defined (known) geological bodies.

In contrary to geological sciences, where international correlation studies and collaboration has several decades tradition and is based on the fact that geological phenomena, regardless political boundaries, have global extent, archaeology represents mopre "closed" system Practically in all European (but this is valid for the whole world) countries archaeologists collected many thousands of stony Neolithic/Aeneolithic artefacts .In the majority of cases determination (using standard geological laboratiory techniques) of their proper raw material is lacking till now. Lacking are areal correlation studies covering the areas of several countries/European continent.

Higher knowledge and better understanding of material culture of the Neolithic/Aeneolithic communities will represent primary information for evaluation of the world cultural heritage - the results of the Project will demonstrate the usefulness of interdisciplinary approaches to solve global problems in various field of human activities.

General information for the project-participants 

· The IGCP/UNESCO projects, so also the project No. 442, are open for everybody, who wish to collaborate in the field of the project on international level. So invite your colleagues to join us !

· Research of individuals or teams ought to be financially covered from homeland sources and not from the UNESCO budget.

· As it was mentioned above financial suport of the IUGS/UNESCO is devoted for partial sponzorship of symposia and other joint activities in the frame of the Project.

· From several countries more than two colleagues would like to collaborate in the scope of the Project. In comparison of the last october (deadline for the project submission to the UNESCO) there is more colleagues who are interested to collaborate.

· As correspodence with so many project-participants is extremely difficult. Based on the tradition of the IGCP/UNESCO projects I would like ask colleagues from countries with more participants to nominate one of them to be "national working-group leader" of the Project. I will adress all information to that colleague. He will spread over all participants in the country information, demads, offers etc. He will coordinate general output of the working-goup of the given country.

· For those, who need some kind of confirmation that they participate on the IGCP/UNESCO 442 project I would (in cooperation with the Secretariat in Paris) arrange some kind of declaration.

· Inaugural meeting of the Project + lst workshop is needed from many aspects. One of the most important is that we need to fix up data and the place (not to do such improvisiation as in this year) of the next workshop and expected field activities.

· I suppoose you have in print one or more papers. Try to include (during proof activities) logo of our project. It is included. This logo should be in each publication which is in the frame of the Project. On the very end of each paper one-two sentences are expected that the paper represents the partial result of the IGCP/UNESCO 442 project.

· Try to published partial results of your studies in an international available journal. I have agreement with the redaction of journal Archeologické rozhledy (Archaeological review) that they will accept (after anonymous referee positive report) individual papers on the theme of the Project. Archeologické rozhledy are published in 4 issues yearly. They are published in Praha (Czech Republic). In such way we should consider Archeologické rozhledy as the pilot journal of the Project.

· For the majority of participants we will organized 3 nights lodging, 2 main dishes (lunch and dinner) dayly, and excursion: all items free of charge. How to prepare paper/extended abstract for the IGCP/UNESCO 442

1st workshop ?

As in october 1999 we have to present annual report to the IGCP/UNESCO secretariat on activities done in the frame of the Project (the report will be evaluated: it will be the groundstone for the amount of money from the IUGS/UNESCO for the Project for 2000) I would like ask everybody to concetrate on the following:

1) In this year I advice to concentrate on the peculiar raw materials (jadeitites, nephrites, eclogites, blueschists ..) In this respect we would try to put on the map geological occurrences of mentioned rock bodies (for those colleagues who are not familiar with geology of the country collaboration with geologist should bring expected result) on one side, and to put on the same map occurrences of Neo-lithic/Aeneolithoic artefacts made from the mentioned raw material types. The amount (quantity) of known artefacts should be expressed on the map by symbols.

2) Prepare oral presentation on mentioned theme. Prepare 4 pages extended abstract - Proceedings will be published in september 1999. Prepare paper (till 15 pages for Archeologické rozhledy) or if you decide to send the paper to the other redaction, follow the instruction for the authors of given journal.

3) It is very probable that you are not concentrated just on jadeitites etc., in this case prepare presentation + extended abstract on any topics which should be considered as an output of the Project

the main result of our activities in 1999 !

4) The abstracts which will be published in Proceedings of the 1st workshop of the IGCP/UNESCO 442 should be prepared in the following form:

a) abstract should be presented in English 

b) in text editor MS Word

c) max. extent of abstract - four A4 pages

d) 2,5 cm margins from all sides, font Times New Roman 12 pt, line spacing - 1,5

e) The "shape" of abstract:

· title

· name/names (first name, family name)

· address

· body of abstract

· figures/schemes in the text (format - pcx, bmp, cdr)

f) Authors should delivere 1x printed abstract + 3,5" floppy disc.

g) Abstract of project participants non-attending inaugural meeting + 1st  workshopwill be also accepted.

5) All abstract brought with you to Bratislava. Papers which you should submit to Archeological rozhledy you can send directly to the redaction, or I can arrange delivery.
